	What kind of visa do the students need to obtain? 

	All exchange students should apply for Resident Visa (two-semester exchange) or Visitor Visa (one-semester exchange). No visa waiver can be accepted.

	Are International students allowed to work?


	Yes, but according to the Employment Services Act (Item 68), international students who wish to work in Taiwan (either on campus or off campus) are required to apply for and obtain a work permit before starting work.


G. Medical Information
	Insurance Policy requirements Including medical and liability insurance
	Students who stay for one semester and cannot provide insurance certificate are required to enroll in Cathay Insurance at NCU. The fee is 3000 NTD for six months.

And for those whose exchange period is 1 year are required to enroll in National Health Insurance after the seventh month of stay. The fee is 4494 NTD for six months.
